Stocks—Shares of individual companies
A company issues stock—selling a piece of
itself in exchange for cash.

When owning a stock, you become part owner
of the company.

This is why stock is also referred to as equity.
Stock owners benefit if company

performs well and its value increases over time.

Bonds—Debt issued by entities
An entity issues a bond—issuing debt with the
agreement to pay interest for use of money.

When owning a bond, you are lending money to a
government, corporation, or other entity
that borrows money and pays interest on the loan.

Each bond has a certain par value (say, $1000)
and pays a coupon to investors.
